Poster Submission and Design Guidelines
Please bring a hard copy of your poster along with you to submit to the registration desk at the conference venue. 
Please note that the objective of an academic poster is to clearly communicate the core message of your written paper/extended abstract with your audience. A poster is different from an oral presentation and a textual full paper. Ideally, it should be self-sufficient and self-evident in the sense that it should be able to communicate one single key message in the form of visual presentation of combined text and images. Best posters are the ones that speak for themselves and convey clear messages even without the presence of their authors. 
To help you prepare a better poster, here are a series of guidelines:

1. Poster size: ideally standard A1 (84.1 cm x 59.4 cm)
2. Format: ideally portrait (landscape is also accepted)

3. Use a balance of text and image

4. A good poster should be legible and absorbable within 5 minutes from a distance of one meter
